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Tree planting Projects

We want to see more trees planted in South Somerset.

Why not join the District and County Councils and help to green your environment by becoming part of the Council’s Tree planting Project aimed at individual landowners or the newly launched ‘Trees for Communities’   Project, which is aimed at Parish/ Town Councils and Community groups in South Somerset. 

 Trees for Communities’ is one of the South Somerset Together Sustainable Communities pump priming Projects.
These are projects being developed by the Local Strategic Partnership  (LSP) partners as part of the Sustainable Community Strategy. 

The Aims of the Projects are-

1. To increase the amount of tree cover in South Somerset, especially focussing on community woodlands.
2.  To work with partners, such as the County Council, to facilitate tree planting in the District. 
Part of the Trees for Communities Project has involved the collating of local and national data to map existing woodland in South Somerset.

This information was then used to produce a potential Tree planting sites map for South Somerset. This plan is presented in an attractive information pack that is available for targeted Parishes in the District.

 The Pack also contains, leaflets and posters associated with trees, hedges and orchards and a CD with a PowerPoint presentation that can be used by Parish Councils.

 It is hoped that the pack will to help speed up the process of tree planting in the District by generating enthusiasm for tree planting and also identify inspirational individuals in a community who can take the a tree planting project forward. 
The mapping exercise identified several towns or large villages in South Somerset, including Keinton Mandeville that would benefit from the project.
