
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Cub Scouts wear a dark green sweatshirt and the Group scarf, with an optional dark green polo shirt, navy 
blue activity trousers and baseball cap. 

During the first few weeks at Cubs, your child will take part in a range of activities that will give them an 
understanding of Scouting. They will discuss the origins of Cub Scouts, and the meaning of the Cub Scout 
promise and law will be explained. After a few weeks, you will be invited to attend a simple ceremony of 
investiture, which takes place at the end of the meeting. The new Cub will make their promise, and will be 
presented with the Membership Badge and the Group Scarf (if they have not come from the Beaver Colony).  

Their Promise, which is appropriate for the age range, is; 
 

I promise that I will do my best 
To do my duty to God and to The Queen, 
To help other people 
And to keep the Cub Scout Law. 

 
The Cub Law is: 
 

Cub Scouts always do their best, 
Think of others before themselves 
And do a good turn every day. 

 
The philosophy underpinning the programme is that every Cub Scout should participate in a Balanced 
Programme over a period of time. The emphasis has shifted from a badge and award driven culture to one 
that ensures that all young people experience a quality programme covering a wide range of subjects. 
 
Programme Zones split the whole programme into manageable areas. Each Zone represents a different 
development area in a young person's life. There are seven Programme Zones in Cub Scouting. They are:  
 

• Beliefs and Attitudes  
• Community  
• Fitness  
• Creative  
• Global  
• Outdoor and Adventure 

 
A number of badges are available for the Cub Scouts to recognise their progress through the Pack.

The Membership Award 
A young person joining the Cub Scout Pack after the age of eight, and who has not 
previously been a Beaver Scout, will start work on their Cub Scout Membership 
Award straightaway.  
The badge is presented at the Investiture ceremony when the new Cub Scout 
makes their Promise.  

  

 

Joining In Award 
Recognizes a young person’s participation in the Balanced Programme. 
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Challenge Badges - Awards that challenge young people to use the skills that they 
have learnt through participation in the Balanced Programme. The Challenge 
Badges offer a variety of activities so that Cub Scouts can develop personal 
interests and skills.
