Instructions

· Numbers should be entered in the format 1e12.

· Menus are operated using the UP and DOWN arrow keys and selections are made by pressing the SPACEBAR.

· The ARROW KEYS are used to select the position of a source (circular and elliptical).

· To select the radius of a circle or the semi major axis of an ellipse the LEFT and RIGHT arrow keys are used, pressing the SPACEBAR will confirm the selection.

· The semi minor axis of an ellipse is chosen using the UP and DOWN keys, pressing the SPACEBAR will select this semi minor axis.

· The UP and DOWN keys will increase the angle of ellipse rotaion by 0.5 degrees while the PAGE UP and PAGE DOWN keys will change the angle by 5 degrees, SPACEBAR selects the desired angle.

· Pressing the PRINT SCREEN button will send a copy of the screen to the Windows clipboard.
