An Act for dividing and inclosing certain open fields Lands and Commons within the township and parish of Great Useburn in the West Riding of the County of York.

And having pursuant to the same act caused exact and distinct survey and a measurement to be made of all the said parish of Great Useburn aforesaid not only of the old inclosures there but also several open fields and Ings and also of the several open places called the High Moor, Low Moor, Carr and common or Couterhill within the aforesaid Township and Parish.

We do hereby declare that the old inclosures of and within the said township and parish of Great Useburn belonging to the several proprietors there exclusive of the Vicar of Great Useburn Broom Closes do contain in statute measure 480 acres and three roods and that the said Broom Closes so contain in like measure 12 acres and eight perches, that the Ings doth contain of open ground in like measure 15 acres and 8 perches, that the Lightmire open field doth contain in like measure two hundred and forty six acres one rood and 32 perches, that the open Church field doth contain in like measure one hundred and fifty acres two roods and 12 perches, that the Brunshill open field doth contain in like measure thirty one acres and twenty perches, that the Low open Moor doth contain in like measure one hundred and fifty seven acres one rood and sixteen perches, that the High Open Moor doth contain in like measure one hundred and forty three acres three roods and four perches and that the Carr, Carrside and common of Couterhill of open ground do together contain in like measure twenty eight acres three roods and thirty two perches, the total number of acres of which aforesaid open grounds by the said Act amount to nine hundred and sixty eight acres and six perches in which Roads and Lands are included.

We do therefore in further conformity to the said Act in the first place award set out allot and appoint for the getting of stone gravel and sand or other materials for the repairing of houses, barns, stables, fences and buildings within the said township and mending of bridges and highways and other private roads and ways herein awarded within the said township and parish.  All that parcel of common or waste ground from the south extremity of the said township of  Great Useburn upon the Public Road leading from York to Borough Bridge northwards to the Public highway leading from the afore mentioned Public Road to the herein awarded road called Carrside Road containing one acre and two roods of statute measure or thereabouts, bounded on the east by lands herein awarded to Mann Horsfield where in the spring called Ousehead standoth and the said Little Ouseburn Usekeld field, and on the west by the said Public Turnpike road from York to Borough Bridge.  We do also set out allot and appoint for the purpose last mentioned all that other parcel of common or waste ground from the east end of the allotment of the said Mann Horsfield on the said Carr side containing one acre of land or thereabouts bounded on the north and east by the said Carrside road, upon the south by lands herein awarded to his said Majesty and by his said Majesty's ancient Inclosed lands and on the west by lands herein awarded to the said Mann Horsfield in the said Carrside.

We do order determine and award that there shall be a common and public kings highway or road sixty foot of statute measure (page 170) in breadth between or exclusive of the ditches where the same is now made and herein called the Carrside publick road leading from the North West end of the Town of Great Useburn aforesaid westwards to and from the said Turnpike road leading from the city of York to the town of Borough Bridge aforesaid.  

We do order determine and award that there shall be a private way or road forty foot of statute measure in breadth between or exclusive of the ditches as and where the same is now made and herein called Claro Lane leading out of the said Turnpike road westward into and through the said High Field, Low Moor and High Moor and into over and through so much of the aforesaid Close given in exchange as is hereinafter expressed by the right honourable William late Lord Arundal Galway deceased in the township of Clayton for the five acres of land by us herein awarded to the now Lord Arundal Galway in lieu thereof in the said High Moor to and from the Public Turnpike road or Kings Highway leading from the said town of Borough Bridge to the town of Wetherby for the use of the several owners and proprietors of the several and respective allotments and old inclosures in and adjoining upon or contiguous to the same High Field, Low Moor and High Moor and also for the use and greater convenience of all other the owners and proprietors of messuages, Lands and grounds in the township of Great Useburn aforesaid, their heirs, tennants, lessees and assigns respectively by their and every of their servants horses, cattle, carts and carriages only.

And as it was agreed at the time of making the herein expressed exchange between the said deceased William Lord Arundal Galway and the then owners and proprietors of messuages, lands and grounds of and within the said township of Great Useburn that we should in making our award make a provision of road over the said open common called the Low Moor for the convenience of the tenants of the said Lord Arudal Galway to and from his farm called Lylands farm to the said Claro lane and to and for all further tenants and farmers of the same farm part of his said Lordships Estate in the Lordship of Allerton Maulerverer .  We do therefore in consequence of the said agreement and exchange Order determine and award that there shall be a private way or road of the breadth of twenty footof statute measure for the use of the said farm leading from the ancient Gate in the said farm northward in, to, through and over the east side of Lands in the said Low Moor herein awarded to his said Majesty in lieu of his twentieth part of the said commons, for cattle, carts and carriages to and from the said Claro Lane.  And we do Order determine and award that all the same private way or road shall for ever hereafter be maintained and kept in repair, except with respect to a necessary bridge over the watercourse running through the same allotment which said bridge we direct, shall for ever hereafter be maintained and kept in repair by his said Majesty, his heirs, successors, lessees, tenants and assigns by the tenant who now doth or shall hereafter occupy the said farm called Lylands farm. (N.B. Denoted Lylands Farm Road in Margin)

We do also order determine and award that there shall be one other Private way or road and herein called Lightmire Lane forty foot of statute measure in breadth exclusive of ditches and fences as and were the same is now made, leading from an ancient Gate into the said Lightmires field into through and over the said Lightmire field eastwards to ancient inclosed lands of the said Mann Horsfield called High Woods for the use of the several persons to whom we have herein awarded allotments on either side of the said lane, his, her they and every of their heirs, successors, lessees, tenants and assigns and their respective servants horses, cattle carts and carriages and for the use of the said Mann Horsfield and others, their heirs, tenants, lessees and assigns and his and their respective servants horses, cattle, carts and carriages to and from their said respective ancient inclosures.

We do order determine and award that there should be one other Private way or road herein called Howden New Lane forty foot of statute measure in breadth exclusive of the ditches or fences as and where the same anciently hath been and as the same is now made leading eastwards from the east end of an ancient lane called Church Lane into through and over the said Church field to (page 171) and from an ancient Inclosed lane belonging to William Benson for the use of the several persons to whom allotments on either side of the said Howden New Lane are awarded for his her their and every of their heirs, successors, lessees, tenants and assigns, their respective servants horses, cattle, carts and carriages and for the use of the said William Benson and others owners of ancient inclosures there their respective servants horses cattle carts and carriages.

We do order determine and award that there should be one other Private way or road herein called Copthorne Lane forty foot of statute measure in breadth exclusive of the ditches and fences leading from the said Howden New Lane northwards between the several allotments herein awarded to Christopher, William Benson and Sir John Stapylton in the said Church field for the use of them the said Christopher, William Bouson and Sir John Stapylton the trustees of Colston's Charity Henry Thompson and George Cass and their respective successors, tenants, lessees and assigns and their respective servants horses, cattle, carts and carriages.

We do order determine and award that there should be one other Private way or road forty foot of statute measure in breadth exclusive of the fences and ditches as and where the same is now made and herein called Hawthorne Lane leading out of the said Howden New Lane Southwards into through and over Lands in the said Church field to and from the Ancient Lane called Boat Lane for the use of the several persons whose allotments are herein awarded of the said lane their heirs, successors, lessees, tenants and assigns, their respective servants horses, cattle, carts and carriages unto and into their several and respective allotments for the use of them respectively and the several other owners and proprietors of messuages, Lands and Grounds in the Township of Great Useburn aforesaid, their heirs, tenants lessees and assigns, and their respective servants horses, cattle, carts and carriages.

We do order determine and award that there shall be for ever hereafter! one other Private Way or Road of forty feet statute measure in breadth for Cattle, Carts, and Carriages leading out of the said Boat Lane Northwards through and over the Westside of Lands in the Ings herein awarded to the said Christopher Oxley for the use of the proprietors of Ancient Inclosures there, their Tenants, Lessees, Heirs and Assigns. (N.B. denoted Ings Road in Margin)

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and also a good and sufficient gate with proper posts and jambs for the same to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence and ditch at each and thereof at and across the west end of the extremity of the said Claro Lane in the Lordship of Clayton.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch or sewer on each side thereof at the west end of the said High Moor across the said Claro Lane betwixt the said Lane on the said High Moor and that part of the same lane in the Lordship of Clayton.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch or sewer on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane over an Ancient Ditch or sewer which cummoth across the said lane between an allotment herein awarded to Henry Thompson on the North side and an allotment herein awarded to Lord Viscount Galway on the south side of the same upon the said High Moor.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane between an allotment herein awarded to the said Mann Horsfield on the North Side and an allotment herein awarded to the said Lord Galway on the south sideof the same lane upon the said High Moor.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch or sewer on each side thereof at the west end of the said High Moor across the said Claro Lane between an allotment herein awarded (page 172) to the said Christopher Oxley on the Northside and an allotment herein awarded to the said Lord Galway on the southside of the same Lane on the said High Moor.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane between an allotment herein awarded to Richard Lund on the northside and an allotment herein awarded to the said William Benson on the southside of the same lane on the said High Moor.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch or sewer on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane in the slack or low part which divides and did divide the said High Moor from the said Low Moor.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane between an allotment herein awarded to the said John Sharpsay on the northside and an allotment herein awarded to the said Mann Horsfield on the southside of the same lane upon the said Low Moor.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch or sewer on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane in the Slack or low part which divides and did divide the said Low moor from the said High field.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane between an allotment herein awarded to John Soake in a flatt of land heretofore called Cattonstile flatt on the Northside and an allotment herein awarded to the said Mann Horsfield in a flatt of land heretofore called Dargason flatt on the Southside of the same lane in the said High Field.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof  across the said Claro Lane between an allotment herein awarded to the Vicar of Great Useburn in a flatt of land heretofore called Barlands flatt on the northside and on an allotment herein awarded to the said Mann Horsfield in a flatt of land heretofore called School Broods flatt on the southside of the same lane on the said High Field.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Claro Lane between the Ditch on the westside of the said George Cass allotment in the said High field on the northside and the ditch on the westside of Ancient Inclosed Lands of the said Mann Horsfield on the Southside of the same lane.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and also a good and sufficient Gate with Proper Posts and Jambs for the same to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence and ditch or sewer on each side thereof  at and across the East end of the extremity of the said Claro Lane leading into the said Public Turnpike road leading from the City of York to the Town of Borough Bridge aforesaid between the east fence and ditch or sewer of an allotment herein awarded to the said George Cass in a flatt of land heretofore called Bottom flatt in the said High field and the east fence and ditch or sewer of an Ancient Inclosure of the said Mann Horsfield called Bottom Close.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient Gate for carts and carriages with Proper Posts and Jambs for the same to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence at each end thereof at the South Extremity of the said Township of Great Useburn across the said Public Turnpike Road to divide the same Township from the Township of Little Useburn.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages across the said Public Road herein awarded and called Carrside Road and also a (page 173) sufficient and proper ditch on the northside thereof to receive the Stream of water which arisoth in a close of Mr William Henlocks in the Lordship of Branton Green contiguous to the said Carrside Road and to Convey the same under and through the same Bridge herein awarded into a watering place herein awarded and now made for the use and convenience of the Inhabitants of the said Township of Great Useburn adjoining to the said Bridge on the Northside and an allotment herein awarded to the said Mann Horsfield on the Southside.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Public Carrside Road opposite or near opposite to the west end of the said Mann Horsfields Mill Ing.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Carrside Public Road about two chains in length of statute measure Eastwards from the last aforesaid Bridge.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Carrside Public Road about eleven chains in length of statute measure Eastwards from the last named Bridge.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch on each side thereof across the said Carrside Public Road about five chains in length of statute measure Eastward from the last named Bridge.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages at the North end of the said Town of Great Uuseburn routing westward and leading from the same Town to and into the said Carrside Public Road and a good and sufficient and proper Ditch or Sewer on the North and thereof to receive the water running into the said Township of Great Useburn from the town of Branton Green into and through a Parcel of Ground the Estate of the said Mann Horsfield in the said township of Branton Green called the Seggans lately awarded to him in virtue of an act of Parliament lately passed for dividing inclosing and draining of the two townships or Lordships of Branton Green and Upper Dunsforth aforesaid into the said Ditch or Sewer and through the same and into and through the said Bridge and thoure in Southward across the remainder of the said Townstreet of Great Useburn unto and into a masked or covered ditch or sewer at or near the North West corner of his Majestys Old Inclosed Garth called Great Pig hill.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient Gate for carts and carriages with Proper Posts and Jambs for the same to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence and ditch at each end thereof at the North West extremity of the said town of Great Useburn leading from or near the east end of the said Carrside to and from a public Road or Lane leading to the aforesaid Town of Branton.
We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient Gate for carts and carriages with Proper Posts and Jambs for the same to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence and ditch at each end thereof at the North East extremity of the said town of Great Useburn into the Public High Road leading to the Town of Upper Dunsforth aforesaid.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient Gate for carts and carriages with Proper Posts and Jambs for the same to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence at each end thereof leading from the said Town of Great Useburn into the said Lightmire Lane (page 174) at the east end thereof.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge and Gate for carts and carriages with Proper Posts and Jambs for the said gate to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence and ditch at each end thereof across the said Church Lane between and at the East ends of an old Inclosed Croft of the said Vicar of Great Useburn and another of the said George Cass leading into the said Howden New Lane.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge and Gate for carts and carriages with Proper Posts and Jambs for the said gate to hang upon and fall against and a sufficient and proper fence and ditch at each end thereof across the said Howden New Lane from or near the south east corner of the allotment of seven acres and twenty two perches herin awarded to the said Christopher Oxley in the said Church Field on the northside of said lane to and into the opposite ditch and fence on the northside of the allotment of five acres two roods and twenty four perches herein awarded to the said Henry Thompson on the southside of the said lane.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch at each end thereof across the said Hawthorne Lane between the allotment of four acres three roods and two perches herein awarded to John Richardson on the west side and the allotment of five acres two roods and twenty four perches herein awarded to the said Henry Thompson on the eastside of the same lane.

We do order determine and award that there shall for ever hereafter be one good and sufficient brick or stone arch or bridge for carts and carriages and a sufficient and proper ditch or sewer at each end thereof across the said Public Kings Highway called Boat Lane.

And we do order determine and award that the surveyors of the highways within the said Township of Great Useburn for the time being for ever shall (and he or they are hereby authorised required and directed on the first Monday in March in every year) agree with the best bidder being an inhabitant within the same Township for the Grass and Herbage which shall yearly from time to time be growing or renewing on all the Public and Private roads and ways herein awarded and directed to be laned off (except the said two private ways over his said Majesty's allotment on the said Low Moor and the said Ings) within the said township.  And the Person or Persons who shall so agree for the same from time to time shall and may have and enjoy all such Grass and Herbage from the fifth day of April then next following for one year and so from year to year as long as the respective surveyors of the said Highways from time to time shall think fit.  And we do further award order and direct that all and every Sum and Sums of money which shall be paid to and received by the said respective Surveyors from year to year for the Grass or Herbage of the said Public and Private roads or ways and lanes in the said Township shall for ever hereafter be laid out in repairing and maintaining the said Public and private roads, ways and lanes and also the said several and respective Gates, Posts and Jambs and bridges and fences and ditches on either side the said Bridges and Gates in upon across and at the extremity of any the aforesaid Roads Ways and Lanes and at the Extremities of the said Township of Great Useburn and in cleansing and Dressing the aforesaid several watering places the Bridges across the herein awarded private roads and ways not herein directed and awarded to be laned of only excepted herein awarded to be maintained and kept in repair and cleansed and Dressed for the Common ease and Benefit of all the Owners and Proprietors of Houses Lands and Grounds within the Township of Great Useburn aforesaid his her or their Heirs Successors Lessees Tenants or Assigns which Surveyors from time to time shall yearly for all and every Sum and Sums of Money to be by them respectively received as aforesaid be accountable and shall yearly account for the same and be made part of their respective Highways Accounts.
