No need to worry that you will receive lots of messages.  You can choose to receive all messages just once a day in a digest form or not receive any messages at all – just go to the website and have a look at what interests you.
How can I join?
You need a Yahoo ID (Yahoo email address) if you haven’t already got one.
First choose a unique name for yourself followed by yahoo.com. (Mine is sandie7s@yahoo.com)

Click on: New User? Sign Up
Then when you have a Yahoo address go to
http://groups.yahoo.com/
In the Find a Yahoo! Group search box type:

London Scrabble League
That should take you to the LSL group page.  Click on London Scrabble League and then click on Join This Group.  Follow the steps as required. 

Your membership needs to be approved as the group will ONLY be for LSL members.  If you leave the LSL your membership of the group will cease.
It is free, there is of course no obligation to join and it will not replace our excellent LSL website at www.lsl.org.uk.  For the time being I will continue to send out the LSL fixtures by email but anticipate that within a few months there will be no need to continue to do so.
