A marking schedule for use within the context of an off-road Auto test or Gymkhana (with or without a road section)
Background:
In the past it was found that if the total of points lost in every test was simply added together then it was possible for someone to win every test but one and still loss the contest. That is, a single very good or very bad test can swamp the result of the event effectively denigrating the value of every other test. In addition if a road section was included in the event, (either leading to or from the event venue) then those club members who are experienced in main-road trials would have a significant advantage over other event entrants. This was perceived to be unfair and against the ethos of the Everyman type of event.
Conclusion:

It was eventually decided that a fairer way to resolve the marking problem was to mark each test separately. Marks are allocated for the position achieved within each test and then these are added together. Whilst within each test the least number of points (or fastest time) wins that exercise, for the overall results the greatest number of points denotes the winner.
This scheme is extrapolated to include any road sections either leading to or from the off-road test venue. In this case a single road section is marked as a single auto-test. In this way the ability of the less experienced contenders to win the Everyman is not compromised by more experienced teams who would otherwise dominate the event.

Marking scheme:
Each test or single road section to have a winner and positions allocated marks on a scale of:
1st
12 points

10 points

9 points

8 points

7 points

6 points

5 points

etc.
