Introduction

Note: this manual and course only cover the basic version of Trillian 

Trillian is a program that serves as an Instant Messaging platform for multiple messengers. It includes IRC, MSN,  Yahoo Messenger and AOL Instant Messenger. It also supports a webcam and a microphone for Audio/Video messages, Quicktime needs to be installed for these functions. Trillian also underlines words that appear in the English version of the Wikipedia.

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Getting Started

Getting started

To set up connection:

1: Click on Trillian on the top bar

2: Go to the tab called “Connections”

3: Click on “Manage my connections”
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Or:

1: Click on Trillian on the top bar

2: Choose “Trillian Preferences”

3: Click on “Identities and Connections”

Adding a new connection 

Click on the “Add a new connection” button
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As you can see, Trillian symbolizes the plug-in with coloured dots:

· for IRC
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 for Yahoo
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 for MSN
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 for AOL Instant Messenger
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 for ICQ 

Now choose the connection you want (for example MSN):
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With each new connection you want to start you will get the chance to register you for that specific Instant Messaging service (exception IRC).

If you are already registered with the IM service, you can proceed with making the connection.

If not, you can easily register.

You can also choose to automatically connect to the service at the start-up of Trillian .

Now the different buttons: 
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: Well registering for the service :D 
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: Easy enough, you can also disconnect with this button 
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 : Used for various settings, like blocking users (this can also be done if you right click on a name)
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: Deletes the connection 

Adding Contacts and Groups

To add a Buddy:

1: Click on Trillian on the top bar

2: Click on “Add contact or Group”

You can choose to Import contacts or add new contacts, as illustrated here:
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To add a contact:

1: Choose where you want to put the contact 

2: Specify the medium (AIM, MSN, Yahoo, IRC or ICQ) 

3: Click Next 

4: Then choose the connection you want to add 

5: Type his/her name and click Add 

Contact added :) 

To Add a group:

1: Click “Create New Group”

2: Type the name of the Group and click OK 

IRC 

IRC earns itself a page alone for having the most complicated registration procedure.
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Server Alias is the name of the connection, in this case: ImperialDominion

Next for the servers, click on the “…” button, a list of networks pop up. 

The most commonly used is the Undernet network (#imperialdominion is based there, too)

When you double click on the Undernet network a list of servers pop up (this you can select based on your proximity to that server)

Nickname: whatever handle you want to go by.

Username: fill your nickname here in as well (make sure you don’t fill in any symbols here)

User info: well, info about you :) 

Miscellaneous

When you click at the connected/disconnected bar you will see a few more options:
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As you can see in the above illustration, you can also access your connections here.

Global Reconnect does a reconnect on all the plug-ins that are currently active. 

Global Disconnect does the same, with the only difference being that is it disconnects.

You can set Away messages here as well.
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Also when a plug-in is not active, it is not lit.
