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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Q:
What is the 100 Club?

A:
Joining the club gives you a chance to win cash prizes and make a donation to the schools.

Q:
How does the 100 Club work?

A: 
For an annual subscription of £12 you will be issued with a unique number, which 

will be entered into a monthly prize draw.   

Q:
How does this benefit the schools?

A:
50% of the subscription money goes to the schools each year and 50% is paid 
out in monthly prizes.

Q:
How much could I win each month?

A:
It depends on how many current subscribers there are – if we have 100 

members, £600 is available annually for prizes – so the monthly draws would be £25, £15 and £10.  If there are more members the prizes will be higher, if there are fewer members they will be lower. 

Q:
Who can join the 100 Club?

A:
Anyone can join the Club. You do not have to have a child currently at either of 

the schools to become a subscriber.

Q:
Can I apply for more than one subscription number?

A:
You can have as many numbers as you wish - so long as you pay £12 for each 

subscription each year.

Q:
When can I join the club?

A:
You can join at any time in the year.  You membership will start immediately and 

your subscription number will be entered into the next draw.

Q:
How do I join the club?

A:
Simply download an application form from the website tspa.org.uk or speak to 

any member of the TSPA Committee.   Posters and forms are usually available at main TSPA events.
