Inflatable Hire Day

Karen Hunter provided the committee with a copy of a letter from Castlemania relating to an Inflatable Hire Day. On first appearance it seems expensive but, on reflection, could be worth pursuing for a future event. Views will be sort from members at the next meeting.      

Summer Fayre

Karen Hunter reported that the lazer game has been booked and paid for. The 50’ obstacle course and clown striker have been ordered, deposit paid. The Stocks, Milk the Cow and Coconut Shy have been ordered. After discussion it was agreed that Park A Taxi, Giant Bagatelle, Balance A Ball and Badge Making machine will be furthered ordered. This has now been done (08/02/2005). Hit the Rat we already have apart from the Rat. Susan MaCready volunteered to make a rat. Steve Bunn will buy the coconuts for the Coconut Shy.

The giant inflatable slide and swings have also been ordered from the same persons as 2004. Karen Hunter reported that she has yet to receive a copy of their personal liability insurance. This will be chased up in due course. Steve Bunn will check the TSPA’s personal liability insurance to see if it covers these items.    

The committee agreed on an Art & Crafts stall. It was agreed that Rock Painting, Bugs/Insects moulds would be ordered, along with paints. Karen Hunter will prepare items for order and submit to the school who will order through Kent County as it should be cheaper. The schools will supply paint palletts, brushes, tables and benches. Sue MacCready will research a known supplier of rocks. Vicky Keegan will also research if it will be cheaper to obtain rocks from a garden centre. Cathy Hawkes will purchase felt tip pens locally nearer the time.

Cathy Hawkes has suggested, and maybe able to supply, flower pots for use in a water gun game. Vicky may be able to supply some water guns. Caroline pointed out that a water supply would be need to be nearby for this, and the milk the cow, activity. 

Steve Bunn reported that Elaine is preparing posters for the School Fayre. Liz Maher is working on stall holders. No updates known for this meeting.

Vicky is trying to organise Arena events and is currently looking at Latin American dancers. Karen Hunter is making enquiries with a line dancing group.

Katie Trevor pointed out that there appeared to be problems with the PA system 2004. Steve Bunn confirmed that the problems have been resolved.

Karen Hunter supplied a report to the committee on an idea that may be a solution for all the prizes required for the fayre. The committee can report back their views at the next meeting.  

Steven Bunn stated that a meeting will be held just to discuss all the issues of the Summer Fayre nearer the date.

Karen Hunter asked whether members that had Broadband could research a supplier for the equivalent of the Little Dipper or Roller Coaster. Also, if anyone could provide a supplier for hire of a candy floss machine for around £50.00. 

Vicky mentioned that she was looking into the time of the fayre being extended for an hour to be able to break even on the financial outlay for some of the events. It is recognised that this could cause problems with helpers as it can be difficult to get volunteers. It may be that prices for events should be reviewed and possibly increased to cover most of the cost. Steve Bunn suggested that the cost of each event could be reviewed at another meeting.
