| want to thank two people, who we ought to really value much more than we do, Pauline Swift the Honorary
Treasurer and Julia Madelin, our Honorary Secretary. It is Julia, who really runs this Surrey Association, and only
uses the President as a front! Thank you both of you.
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Secretary’s Report (Julia Madelin)

Yet another year has passed and | can hardly believe that | have now been doing this job for ten years. Surely there
must be somebody out there who would like to take over at some time.

As you may remember | asked that all reports be with me by 25" December. As usual two did not arrive, so they are
not included. This was in spite of a reminder.

This year we have vacancies on the committee. Mrs Gerry Drew informed us early in the year that she would not be
able to continue; she then lost her husband in October and does not feel able return to her task as Child Protection
Officer. We are therefore looking for a replacement or ideally two replacements, as this type of job their really should
be a deputy. Dr A Davidson also informed me during the summer that he would be standing down from being one of
our SCAS representatives, so we have a vacancy there to. Finally would anybody like to be Public Relations Officer?
Very few nomination slips were returned, so we have to assume that all other County officers are standing by their
verbal agreement to continue.

There is al little to add apart from wishing to emphasise the point in my report as SCAS representative that this
County desperately needs more coaches and it would be nice to think that there might be experienced archers willing
to consider going into judging. There is getting to be quite a shortage of judges in the region and those that we have
are very busy indeed — none from this County.

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Treasurer's Report (Pauline Swift)

We had a deficit this year, in spite of all our shoots keeping in the black. This deficit was contributed to by a number
of predicted and also a number of unforeseen events as described in the following paragraphs.

We still have not had our affiliation collection grant from SCAS for about a year and a half now. We are not the only
county to have raised this matter with SCAS.

We bought a new trophy in memory of Leonie George. This is a challenge trophy competed for at the County Field
Championships.

We bought a good amount of medal centres, badges and year bars which will replenish our stocks for several years.
The budget shows the costs for this spread over a total of three years.

A complete set of back-stop netting has been bought for use at the County Indoor Championships, the cost of this
being shared between ourselves and the Woking Leisure Centre.

The cost of the County Squad sessions was higher this year, the main reason being a presentation by John Dudley, a
top American professional archer and coach.

Target hire charges were up, which was due to our hosting two inter-county matches this year. These will both be
away matches next year so things should even up over the full cycle of 2-way and 3-way matches.

We decided to make a donation toward the expenses of Andrea Gales’ participation in the Commonwealth Archery
Championship of held in India this year.

The budgets for next year have been updated based on this year's figures. But they also take account of the agreed
future Target Hire charge for the Long Bow Championships and of the projected costs, over several years, of the
proposed new County Team Uniforms.
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Clout Report (Andrea Beddard)

Our usual Judge, Maggie Woolf had rang me a few weeks before the Clout to say she had double booked with the
National Flight Champs in Yorkshire and so had arranged for Bob Gunter to be our Judge.

Championships at Woking Leisure Centre where this equipment is stored.

48 teams were entered for this year's competition, one fewer then last year. Estimated scores were for the most part
similar to last year’s, and so far they look realistic. | believe we are still justified in setting the divisions according to
estimated scores.

The shortage of entries from junior teams remains a disappointment. Would it make a difference if the number in a
team were reduced to two? At the same time, we might consider increasing the number of archers in a compound
team from 2 to 3, if it was thought we could do this without reducing the number of entries in the compound
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Team Manager's Report (Les Bashford)

Despite the initial start of the year being rather depressed with the withdrawal of Kent from all competitions this year, |
am pleased to report that Surrey hosted two Inter-County friendly matches; the two-way with Berkshire and the three-
way with Berkshire and Sussex were held at Guildford Archery Club and | must express my thanks to Guildford for all
their efforts in providing such a splendid venue and support for both matches.

The other main change in this year was that we obtained GNAS Record Status approval for both shoots. Whilst we
did not attempt to go the whole way and make the competitions ‘Rose Awards’ at least the scores now count for
handicap and classification and thus gave the archers more reason to want to shoot for the County rather than travel
to another competition to obtain the elusive classification grade.

In all some 37 archers have represented the County during this year of which only 6 were new archers invited to
shoot for the county for the first time.

The two friendly matches were shot in good perfect conditions with Surrey winning a number of the disciplines in both
of the competitions.

It has been agreed that Berkshire will host the matches for 2007 and, subject to confirmation nearer the time it is
proposed that Hampshire join us in either one or both of these matches making it a three-way and four-way
competition. Berkshire are applying for GNAS Record Status approval.

The Junior SCAC Team Championships was held again at the West Essex Archery Club in Essex, with the Surrey
team finishing in second place and receiving the “Thelma Davidson” trophy behind Essex, missing the first place by a
margin of 118 points. At these championships three Rose awards were claimed: Sophie Lee-Perkins J/L U16, Harry
Taylor and Charlie Crtichley J/G U12.

Turning to the Senior Championships held at Andover in September, this was shot on a dull overcast day with a gusty
breeze at the longest distance. | am pleased to report that in the Compound match our team finished in equal first
place with Hampshire. The trophy was then decided on golds and awarded to Hampshire with just six golds
difference. The overall top individual compound score was also tied on score between Andrea Gales and Terry
Course (Bedfordshire); this time the decision went in our favour with Andrea Gales being awarded the Surrey Trophy.



Individual Rose awards were claimed by Andrea Gales (1250), Dave Morris and Peter Turner (1000) and a six gold
end for Alex Smith.

Our Recurve team unfortunately struggled for most of the day finished in seventh place,.

At this competition only nine of the fourteen SCAS counties were represented, with Middlesex, Kent and London not
being represented at this years competition, and Oxford not fielding a recurve team.

Outside of the matches 20 archers attended a full day training session on 17" December 2006 which was led by John
Dudley, the USA Compound archer. John led a lively seminar on his shot routine, a straight forward system which
gives him consistency in every shot which has put him where he is today. Together with practical hands-on
demonstrations. The day finished with a shooting session with John commenting on the archers shooting.

Following the registration of the County Colours last year we have now completed the initial period for the team
fleeces. We have now registered the Royal Blue fleece in addition to the Green for the following year. The committee
has approved of an arrangement whereby the County will contribute to the cost of fleeces and shirts from 2007.

May | remind archers that to be considered for selection for the Surrey team they must individually, or through their
club records officer, submit their scores to the County Records Officer for selection. Selection is not on the basis of a
single good score and therefore scores from all of the longer rounds shot must be submitted in order that performance
can be assessed. If no scores are submitted the selection committee does not have a crystal ball and your
performances will go unrecognised.

Subject to re-election at the AGM in February | have agreed to continue as ‘Team Manager’ for one more year. This
however will definitely be my last year.

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SCAS Reps Report (Julia Madelin)

Regarding my report for last year, it is sad to report that the new SCAS treasurer seems to be having a lot of
problems. It was unfortunate that he was quite ill in the early part of the year however at the meeting considerable
concern has been expressed that he is experiencing some difficulty in fitting SCAS work in with his day job.

Surrey still has no judge, and as | reported in the summer, Oxford is the only other County in this position and they
are a tiny County as far as archery is concerned. We must bear in mind that a lot of active judges in out region are
getting on in years, and younger candidates are desperately needed. Equally our Coaching Guild is still extremely
small in view that we are a pretty large County. The GNAS strategic Development Plan, which is yet again being
revised, would like to see all Clubs of less than 20 members with one qualified coach, and over that membership
number, with at least two. We look unlikely to achieve this within the foreseeable future, bearing in mind that coaching
courses take a long time to complete.

| was able to attend al the meetings in 2006, Miss Andrea Gales was our new SCAS representative — we are allowed
three however Dr A Davidson said towards the end of the year that he will not be able to continue, so next year there
is a vacancy.

Along with this mailing a copy of the entry form for the SCAS indoor championships will be held in Essex in April. This
is unusually late for an indoor event, but their was some difficulty in getting availability of a suitable venue bearing in
mind the complexity if the shooting calendar.
