"Buildings of the Weald and Downland"
A Coach visit to the Weald & Downland Open Air Museum, Singleton, West Sussex

In the morning, we shall travel direct to Singleton and the Weald & Downland Open Air Museum, where we will be met by Rebecca Osborne at the ‘Longport’ farmhouse. Our base for the day will be the unique ‘Gridshell’ building. The classroom within is being made available for our use. Here simple refreshments will be provided on arrival and these facilities will be available throughout the day. Following an initial presentation, the party will be split into two groups for a 2-hour walking tour of the Museum site. This is rural countryside and suitable rainproof clothes and footwear is essential. A short picnic lunch will then be taken in the picnic area adjacent to the Lake and Watermill. An adjacent alternative lunch purchasing facility is available here for Adult guests and those with packed lunches (if wet, an early return to the Gridshell building will be made). The afternoon will begin with a talk about the ’Gridshell’ and a visit to the Museum’s collection of tools and artifacts housed beneath. Then will begin an afternoon of activities for members where, divided into groups, it is intended that a more in-depth look at specific buildings can be undertaken.
Please Note: The Museum is in rural countryside and suitable layered rainproof clothes and footwear is essential. Although a chalk-based area, all footpaths have a suitable covering for walking! Toilet and hand washing facilities are available at various points within the Museum site together with a shop for souvenir purchases. A final reminder:  please bring a picnic lunch with you!
Please arrive by 8.45am on the Saturday morning and park in the Pantiles car park. The coach will be in the bay at the front of the Archaeology Centre and will leave promptly at 9.00am. We anticipate arrival at the Museum site by 10.15-10.30am. We shall depart from the Museum site by 4.45pm for a return to Bagshot by 6.00pm.
